Our lifesaving programs have outgrown and outpaced our current
administrative building, and the need for a new building to house all of
our programs is greater than ever. This larger building will be a critical
new addition to our shelter campus, enabling us to reach more, do
more, and save more lives.

Senior pup Keith is an excellent example of how our programs are a vital part of a pet’s adoption
journey at Southern Pines. From shy to social butterfly, Keith benefited greatly from our behavior
program’s daily Rescue Recess Playgroups where he got to destress, socialize, and play with other
dogs. He also got to participate in our Dog’s Day Out program, where he quickly became a favorite
walking companion for volunteers. When he needed a little break from shelter life, Keith was able to
get away for a nice restful weekend through our foster program, and during his entire stay with us,
he was under the expert care of our medical team. All of these programs worked together to help
Keith put his best paw forward so that he could find a loving home with Katie and her family.

These days, you can find Keith living that farm life with his people, chatting up a storm, and
exploring his new home. Katie recently told us, “Keith is doing great! He loves to play with the kids
and to eat lots of treats. His personality is calm and mature…We are so glad we adopted him because
he wasn’t super high energy like a puppy but he still enjoys playing and exploring at our farm. When
we are doing yard work, if no one talks to him for a few minutes he will begin howling until you talk
to him. I have never adopted a senior dog before, but from this point forward, I always will.”

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In PHASE ONE, we will be

replacing our existing cat housing
buildings--the cat and kitten

cottages--with our current office
building. This relocation will open
up space for further expansion in
the future. Additionally, to aid in
the moving process and to serve
as long-term storage units, wind
and watertight container storage
will also be added to our property.
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Upon completion of the first

phase, PHASE TWO will
commence with the pouring of

the new foundation for the
programs building. The new

facility will be constructed in the
area previously occupied by the

old office building, with expansion
into the grassy courtyard between
the office building and the kennel

building.
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PHASE THREE will mark the

installation of the new programs
building, estimated to take

approximately a month.
Throughout this period, shelter

operations will continue from the
old office building, which has been

repurposed as the cat care
building.

Finally, PHASE FOUR will involve
moving in, as well as furnishing
